The whole Faded Sun stretched over two 
years in the writing. It’s plotted as one and 
was conceived as one book from the 
beginning... not to say that it didn’t 
change along the way. And it began as an 
attempt at a short story, which grew longer 
and longer in the background until it 
developed into a very long story indeed. 
Every writer cringes at the ‘Where Do You 
Get Your Ideas’ question, but the inspi- 
rations which lie behind The Faded Sun are 
numerous and rather like most things of 
the subconscious, don’t seem related when 
brought out into the light of day. Personally, 
I flinch from the question because it is 
complex.
