OwnEe does not need to be a seasoned observer of publishing
trends to have noticed that our kind of reading is having
a minor boom just now. More publishers are issuing science
fiction books and this has quite naturally caused reviewers
1o include references to them in their columns. There have
always been a few discerning critics who have managed to
persuade editors to print reviews of science fiction writing,
but journals which not so long ago paid no attention to
science fiction now review it with other types of fiction
writing.
